REGULATIONS

This scholarship must be used to pursue post-secondary education in Canada.
Scholarships will be paid directly to the Post Secondary Institution.
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Scholarship funds may be used for tuition, fees, room and board, books and supplies.
Cash will not be paid to the student.

The scholarship stipend will be sent to the post-secondary in the first year, but need not
be totally used in that year.
