responsible for receipt of applications, distribution applications to the committee and who
will provide notification to the successful applicant.
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REGULATIONS

This scholarship must be used to pursue post-secondary education in Canada.
Scholarships will be paid directly to the Post Secondary Institution.

Scholarship funds may be used for tuition, fees, room and board, books and supplies,
Cash will not be paid to the student.

The scholarship stipend will be sent to the post-secondary in the first year, but need not
be totally used in that year. The student and the school must decide distribution of the
scholarship monies,

The recipient of this scholarship may accept other awards.

A scholarship recipient who fails to enroll in a post secondary institute in the academic
year of his or her award will have one (1) year from receiving award to enroll if requiring
high school upgrading. A scholarship recipient who fails to enroll in a post secondary
institute in the academic year of his or her award will normally forfeit the scholarship.
One who withdraws from a post-secondary institute and does not transfer to another
accredited institution will normally forfeit the unused portion of the award.
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
